WHAT EXACTLY ARE
PARTY FEDERATIONS?

They are different from coalitions, which
disappear after elections and can vary
from state to state. Party Federations are
permanent for at least the entire 4-year
mandate nationwide and are expected to
be composed of parties with similar
platforms. They are regarded as equal to
political parties; thus, they themselves
can form coalitions with other parties.

The Electoral Court established that Party

Federations are legal entities different
from the parties.
